EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
Executive Director Gibble stated that he had nothing additional to report and would be speaking to the board at length during the study session. 
DIRECTOR’S REPORTS:

Parks:   Seger stated that the new boat launching docks have been installed at Kesler Park this past weekend.  He stated that the Riverview Park rock wall work is underway and going well.  Washington Park electric is proceeding but the rain is slowing things down and should be done in about 10-12 work days.
Business Services:  Hilgenbrinck stated that the 2009 audit is going well.  He stated that we received more replacement tax dollars this week and we are at 60% of last year’s number and hopes that will pick up so we don’t end up under budget.
Program Services:  Bruns reported that adult softball has started and rain has delayed some play.  We have 75 adult teams this year and will be having our youth baseball organizational meetings with numbers about the same as last year.  Soccer is going well and will finish in 2 weeks.  Pools are scheduled to open Memorial day weekend as long as the weather holds for us and the contractors are able to do the repairs at Wavering. 
Golf:  Burry stated they are hosting the 2nd annual Golf Carnival and expect numbers to be up from last year based on phone calls.  The course is busy and the outings are going well.  Commissioner Adolfs asked about the 1st tee fundraiser listed on the Westview emails?  Burry stated that it was a favor in trade with the organization.
CONSULTANT:  Matt Hutmacher stated that he has been working on 2 items with Ed and Dan.

Executive Director Gibble turned the meeting back over to President Frankenhoff.  President Frankenhoff asked for a nomination for Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Attorney.  COMMISSIONER RIDDER MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ANASTAS TO NOMINATE TOM BEHRENS AS VICE PRESIDENT, DAN GIBBLE AS SECRETARY AND DON HILGENBRINCK AS TREASURER . President Frankenhoff asked for a motion to close the nominations.  COMMISSIONER HOGGE MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER MCGLOTHLIN        TO CLOSE NOMINATIONS.  UNANIMOUS. UNANIMOUS.  PRESIDENT FRANKENHOFF DECLARED THE MOTION CARRIED.

COMMISSIONER ADOLFS MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ANASTAS TO APPOINT MATTHEW HUTMACHER AS THE DISTRICT’S ATTORNEY.  UNANIMOUS.  PRESIDENT FRANKENHOFF DECLARED THE MOTION CARRIED.

VICE PRESIDENT BEHRENS MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER HOGGE TO APPROVE STAFF RECOMMENDATION TO ACCEPT THE LOW BID FROM TNT GOLF CAR & EQUIPMENT CO. FOR A TOTAL BID OF $44,980 FOR THE PURCHASE OF TWENTY (20) NEW GASOLINE POWERED GOLF CARS.  UNANIMOUS.  PRESIDENT FRANKENHOFF DECLARED THE MOTION CARRIED.
COMMISSIONER HOGGE MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER RIDDER TO APPROVE STAFF RECOMMENDATION FOR THE PURCHASE OF SIXTY (60) EIGHT FOOT ALUMINUM PICNIC TABLES AND EIGHT (8) EIGHT FOOT LONG ADA ACCESSIBLE PICNIC TABLES FOR $38,661.20 FROM ALL INCLUSIVE RECREATION.   Executive Director Gibble explained the table farm idea and the labor savings to the district over time of not moving tables from park to park on busy weekends.  Commissioner Adolfs asked if there would be any wooden tables left and Seger stated that there would not be any wooden tables left at Moorman/Wavering, Bob Mays and Madison parks.  UNANIMOUS.  PRESIDENT FRANKENHOFF DECLARED THE MOTION CARRIED. 
Executive Director Gibble stated that in front of commissioners is an update of the insurance bid results.  He thanked Don and Lynn for their work on getting this all figured out before the board meeting.  Director of Business Services Hilgenbrinck stated that it is time for the district’s health insurance renewal for all full time employees and we received a 30% increase in premium per employee from Health Alliance.  He stated that we received a premium from United Health Care that will save the district $19,000.  They are a national network vs Health Alliance’s regional network.  Staff is recommending switching to United Health Care insurance for all full time employees for June 1, 2010-June 1, 2011. Executive Director Gibble stated that staff has checked this company out with other customers of theirs and feel comfortable with the switch at this time.  COMMISSIONER MCGLOTHLIN MOVED, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ANASTAS TO APPROVE STAFF RECOMMENDATION OF UNITED HEALTH CARE AS THE PROVIDER FOR THE DISTRICT’S INSURANCE.  UNANIMOUS.  PRESIDENT FRANKENHOFF DECLARED THE MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC INPUT:   Jeff Kerkhoff, 1221 Spruce, stated that he appreciates and would like to see the reserve analysis done every quarter if possible.  Executive Director Gibble informed Mr. Kerkhoff that we will continue those.
